Dean called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m., quorum present.
1.  Communications/ Review Agenda – Agenda approved as written, with the understanding that several trustees have prior commitments requiring that they leave by about 6:30.
2.  Review and Approval of October 26 & November 16 Minutes – Additions and 
corrections called for.  Motion to approve the minutes as submitted (Abe); seconded (Dick.) Action:  Motion passed unanimously. 
3.  Continuing Items

(a.)  Review November 17 forum – It was agreed that the international business forum went well and was very interesting.  Elizabeth was reminded that when forum speakers are thanked for their participation, they should be offered a complimentary one-year membership in City Club.

(b.)  Program Committee Chair & Make-up – It was moved (Abe) and seconded (Dick) that Heidi Kendall be named as chair of the program committee.  The Board was reminded that the position is a voting ex officio member of the board of trustees.  
Action:  Motion passed unanimously.

(c.)  Update on Membership Campaign – Elizabeth reported that City Club currently has 74 members.  About 2/3 of the memberships due for renewal October – December have renewed; the remaining will lapse December 31.  First renewal notices for memberships due to renew January – February 2007 are ready to be sent.  Possible corporate members were discussed, including the Missoulian, First Security Bank and DirectTV.  The possibility of the City and County as members was mentioned.  Claire reported that in January the publicity committee will e-mail the whole mailing list a message thanking them for their continuing interest in City Club and notifying them of upcoming forum topics.  Prospective members should be reminded that since City Club is a 501(c)(3) entity, donations and membership dues are tax-deductible.
4.  New Items

2007 Program Calendar – The January forum will focus on the proposed Rock Creek development.  In February Mayor Engen will speak on global warming and its possible impact on Missoula.  A program on issues of rental housing in Missoula will be presented in the next few months.  Possible venues for 2007 were discussed, with the preferred sites being the Governor’s Room, Parkside at the Wilma, the downstairs meeting room of the public library, and the Elks Club.  Interest was expressed in having the College of Technology cater, if they work offsite.  Elizabeth will gather information on costs, in the event increasing cost requires we stop using the Governor’s Room.

Administrative Update – Reducing telephone costs was discussed.  Elizabeth will look into the monthly cell phone usage, the Verizon contract term and cost of termination, and into the costs of using a Tracfone.
