Dean called the meeting to order, quorum present.
1.  Communications/ Review Agenda – No action.
2.  Review and Approval of April 19 Minutes – Additions and corrections called for.  Motion to approve the minutes as submitted (Russ); seconded (Tom.) Action:  Motion passed unanimously. 
3.  Corporate Membership Drive – Dean reported that the University of Montana has agreed to give CCM $1,000 in two $500 payments.  Current corporate members are Missoula Federal Credit Union, NewWest.Net, and the WGM Group (architects.)  Claire reported that A.G. Edwards is expected to join.  Dean reported that Sherry Devlin at the Missoulian has not gotten  back to him as promised.  Geoff will follow up again with Sterling Bank and 1st Security Bank.
4.  Forum Venue – Tom reported that Two Sisters Catering has raised the price of lunch from $10 to $10.50 and the room charge from a flat $75 to $100 for 60 or more attendees.  The increase was included in the April invoice, though we hadn’t been notified before hand of the change.  It was agreed that we will have to start charging $11 (members) and $16 (non-members) for lunch.  The change should be included in the June forum announcement.

5.  Trustees and Committee Membership – The board of trustees and the program committee need members.  Composition of the publicity committee is fine at present.  Pat will not be renewing his term.  Claire will ask Jim Royan of A.G. Edwards if he’s interested.  Geoff proposed Susan Reber Orr for the program committee.
6.  Treasurer’s Report – Tom distributed current financial reports and reported that he has opened a bank account for CCM independent of the Missoula Cultural Council and will soon close the old account.  CCM will need to have an annual accounting; Tom will ask Boyle Deveny, who has been doing it through MCC, if they’ll continue.  It was proposed that we trade them a corporate membership for the service.  Elizabeth will set up accounts with Kinko’s and Office City.

7.  Program Committee Report and Forum Ideas – Dick reported on the previous day’s program committee meeting.  The June forum will feature a panel of bicycling experts discussing the future of biking in Missoula.  A program with the CEOs from St. Pat’s and Community hospitals is being explored for July.

Elizabeth will tell Alex Taft it’s okay to talk with V.P. Foley at the University about doing a program on a south campus for November.  The possibility of an ecumenical program in December was discussed.  A forum on the mill site development project was suggested.  Geoff reported that Kiwanis asked if we’d like to do another joint meeting, this one with Governor Schweitzer on May 29.  It was agreed that since we’ve already had two forums in May, as well as two in April, and only two weeks notice time, we decline the offer.
8.  June Trustee Meeting – The next Board meeting will be June 14, 5:30 p.m. in the library’s board meeting room.
