1.  Communications/ Review Agenda – No action.
2.  Review and Approval of May 17 Minutes – Additions and corrections called for.  Motion to approve the minutes as submitted (Dick); seconded (Russ.) Action:  Motion passed unanimously. 
3.  Continuing Items

(a.)  Review May 18 forum – Elizabeth reported that approximately 31 people attended the MCPS/Jim Clark forum.


(b.)  New Corporate Membership – We still have just 4 corporate members: NewWest.Net, Missoula Federal Credit Union, WGM Group and the University of Montana.  Geoff reported that First Security Bank is still a possibility, though his primary contact there is no longer with the bank.  After July 1 Elizabeth will invoice Jim Foley at the UM for the remaining $500 of the pledge.

(c.)  CCM Website – Much needed updating of the website has been on hold until CCM is in a better financial position to pay a designer.  While the financial picture has improved, it was decided that we should look for someone to work pro bono.  Geoff will make the request at the June 15 forum and Elizabeth will inquire at Hellgate High School.  Claire or Russ will post the Program Committee’s tentative schedule of upcoming forums.
4.  New Items 


(a.)  June 15 Forum and 2007 Program Schedule – Alex Taft has six panelists lined up for the June 15 “Future of Bicycling in Missoula” forum and Elizabeth reported that 64 people have made reservations.

(b.)  2007 Program Schedule - Dick reported that the Program Committee is working on the following tentative schedule:
July – Don Collins and MCT’s Little Red Trucks

August – no forum

September – open (It was hoped that the St. Pat’s and Community Hospital CEOs would do a program in September but they have been impossible to schedule.)
October – Russell Street & Third Street project

November – Jim Foley and the UM south campus

December – ideas include Glacial Lake Missoula, UM art archives and Ski Montana.

January – Steve Running on global warming

February – Senator Jon Tester, if available

March – Roger Millar on zoning changes

April – some focus regarding food vs. fuel – prospects for corn ethanol, farm-to-school program, weekend food markets, farm bureau.

It was hoped that the CEOs of St. Pat’s and Community hospitals would do a program in September but they have been impossible to schedule.  A forum focusing on the November city council elections was suggested, perhaps involving the League of Women Voters.  Since October would be idea for such a forum, the possibility of moving the Russell/Third Streets presentation to September will be explored.  The Trustees suggested that Tom do a presentation in December on the arts, non-profit organizations and their economic impact on Missoula.
