CITY CLUB MISSOULA – BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

July 19, 2007

MINUTES

Present: Dean McGovern (President), Geoff Badenoch (Vice President), Claire Olivier (Secretary), Pat Williams, Ed House, Russ Fletcher

Absent: Tom Benson (Treasurer), Abe Abramson, Dick Dailey

1. Review Agenda - Dean called the meeting to order and asked for changes to the agenda.

Two items were added: 1. Budget review   2. Nominees for the board
2. Review of June Minutes – Dean indicated that although the board received an email RE: Board Minutes for June 2007, nothing was attached to the email, so there were no June Minutes available tonight to review and approve.  The board will need to take that matter up in August.
3. Continuing Items/Discussion Topics 
a) Review of June forum – Biking in Missoula
The board agreed the biking forum had been extremely well attended with around 80 guests. There was a brief discussion on the lack of “edge” to the presentation by the panel, however it was agreed that because the topic was controversial, its timeliness had made it a popular and therefore successful event. 

There was also some discussion on the poor quality of the lunch which was hot dogs. The board agreed that we should once again pursue other venues, particularly in the light of the fact that the caterer had increased lunch costs to City Club, without notice, the previous month.

*Geoff said he would talk with the Holiday Inn. *Dean said he would contact John Bernthal and call the Edgewater Hotel.
b) City Club Website - Russ said he knows someone who does a very good job with website development and who is also very reasonable. *Russ will look into this and report back to the board.
c) July 20 Forum – Russ will emcee the Friday forum on the Missoula Children’s Theatre upcoming documentary movie, “Little Red Truck”. Claire and Dean will also arrive early to help set up. Claire agreed to work the registration table in Elizabeth’s absence. Dean announced the confirmed new sponsors of City Club: WGM, University of Montana, Missoula Federal Credit Union and NewWest. It was agreed Russ would acknowledge and thank the new sponsors at the forum.
4. Election of Officers

Dean said that all four officers’ of the board positions were up for renewal. Dean announced that Tom would be stepping down as Treasurer. Pat’s term expired but he has agreed to renew. Abe has already renewed. We now have 9 trustees and 2 nominees. Dean said that he would be willing to do another year as board President.

Motion: Ed House moved to elect Dean McGovern as President of the board, Claire Olivier seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Motion: Russ Fletcher moved to elect Geoff Badenoch as Vice President of the board, Dean McGovern seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

It was agreed that as committee of the whole, the board could vote to elect Tom Benson in his absence as interim Treasurer until a replacement could be found.

Motion: Ed House moved to elect Tom Benson as Interim Treasurer of the board, Pat Williams seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Claire agreed to do another year as secretary of the board.

Motion: Dean McGovern moved to elect Claire Olivier as Secretary of the board, Russ Fletcher seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
5. Budget – Dean said that Ed had provided a budget earlier in the year. It is now the end of the fiscal year and City Club will need a new/revised budget for 2007-2008. *Ed agreed to prepare the budget and to send it out to the board for review by email.

6. New Board Trustee Nominations – There are two new nominees to the board: Mike Gilbert and Molly Haselmaier. Geoff talked about Mike Gilbert and how he had long time roots in Montana and although he had been out of the state for a while he’s back and is committed and enthusiastic about Missoula and City Club. Mike owns an architecture business.

Dean described Molly Haislmaier as a very energetic, civic-minded person who has established her own non-profit, has worked with the M.D.A., United Way and is very interested in promoting City Club to the younger sector of the Missoula Community.

Motion: Ed House moved to elect Mike Gilbert and Molly Haislmaier to the board of trustees, Geoff Badenoch seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Russ said he would announce the new trustees at the forum.

Pat thanked Dean and the board for encouraging him to stay on the board in spite of known absences.

Russ said that we should again look into having more than one forum per month. It was agreed that CCM has really gained momentum in the last few months.

7. Treasurer’s Report – in Tom’s absence, Dean said the current balance is $1,300 versus $1,900 one year ago.
8. Committee Reports
Program – the program committee has become more robust with new members and now has a roster of forums for the upcoming 8 months. Claire said she would step down as a program committee member now that there were more members.

Publicity – Claire reported the committee, although with only 4 members was doing fine. Ginny Merriam, Julie Ehlers and Shannon Furniss were all doing a good job of producing press releases and coming up with ideas for publicity. Claire added that she was keeping in regular contact with the Missoulian to keep up publicity. Russ said he had copies of newspaper articles on city club.
Dean said the next board meeting will take place on Thursday, August 16, 2007. There will be no August forum.

The meeting adjourned at 6:30 pm.
