Dean called the meeting to order, quorum present.
1.  Communications/ Review Agenda – Agenda accepted as written.
2.  Review and Approval of February 14 Minutes – Additions and corrections called for.  Motion to approve the minutes as submitted (Abe); seconded (Mike.) Action:  Motion passed unanimously.
3.  Continuing Items


(a.) Review February 15 Forum – Elizabeth reported that about 71 people attended the February forum.  Everyone agreed that the content, speaker and audience response were very positive.  Speakers do need to be reminded to use the microphone.

(b.) Corporate Membership Update – Holiday Inn is our newest corporate member.  The corporate membership rates proposed by the Membership Committee and discussed at last month’s Trustees meeting was reviewed.  The distinction between sponsorship, by members and non-members, and corporate membership were discussed.  Ed suggested that the updated rate structure should be formally acted on.  Motion to approve the corporate membership rate structure outlined below and seconded (Molly):

Small Business (1-10 employees)
$75


Mid-size Business (11-50 employees)
$200


Large Business (51 or more employees)
$400
Action:  Motion passed unanimously.
The following rates and benefits, earlier approved by the Trustees, are not being changed at this time:
All corporate members are entitled to have up to 4 employees or board members attend 
forums for the member lunch rate + the opportunity for any employee to join City Club
Missoula at a reduced individual rate of $30.


Sponsorship (single forum): Corporate members may sponsor a single forum for $300, 
nonmembers for $1000.  The sponsor’s name will be on publicity for that forum, and the
sponsor will have an opportunity at the beginning of that forum to address the audience.  


The names of large business corporate members and sponsors will be included in City
Club publicity, along with, when possible, links to their websites.
The University of Montana paid $500 in May, 2007for its corporate membership, and $500 to sponsor tomorrow’s forum.  It has been offered the opportunity to display its materials at the forum.  The Membership Committee will bring to the Board ideas on the benefits forum sponsors can be offered.

(c.)  Venue Decision and Update – An ad hoc committee consisting of Dean, Abe, Geoff and Elizabeth met February 25 to discuss the difficulties we’ve had securing space at the Doubletree.  They determined that Monday is the most likely day for the Doubletree, and any local convention hotel, to have space available, and so the regular forum day should be changed from the third Friday of each month to the third Monday.  Space has been reserved for April 21 and May 19.  The third Monday in June was not available, so the second Monday, June 9, was reserved for that month’s forum.  The Trustees will maintain their meeting schedule of the Thursday before the regular forum.

(d.)  Website Update – New CCM corporate member Institutes for Journalism and Natural Resources (IJNR) offered a $500 in-kind donation of website development services.  Russ and Geoff met with IJNR’s design team and reviewed the features we want the CCM website to provide, including links, archives, webcasts, reservations, credit card payments and a blog.  The capacity to support a blog will be addressed later, once we determine how it can be maintained.  Otherwise, that donation is expected to cover the whole re-design.  Montana Associated Technology Roundtables (MATR) will trade one of its membership to a local company for providing CCM with credit card service support.  A mock-up of the website is expected to be available for review in early April.

Geoff suggested IJNR be offered an upgrade of its corporate membership from “non-profit” to “larger business,” and extended one year.  It was agreed that in-kind contributions from businesses should generally be translated into corporate memberships. 


(e.)  Administrative Issues – None reported.
4.  New Items

(a.) Trustees’ terms ending – Dean’s, Claire’s, Russ’ and Tom’s terms end this month.  He, Claire and Russ are interested in continuing for another term.  Tom is not.  A new Treasurer is needed.

(b.) March 21 Forum – Elizabeth reported 66 reservations.  Mike will do the City Club welcome; Abe will introduce the program and assist with the audience microphone.  Shelley will  help with check-in.

Geoff and Molly offered to make the visits.  They ask the Trustees providing the contact information make introductory calls.

(c.) Program – Elizabeth reported that the April 21 forum will focus on streamside building setbacks and feature Matt Clifford from the Clark Fork Coalition and a representative of the Missoula Organization of Realtors.  The May 19 forum will feature Roger Millar of the Office of Planning and Grants and will address Urban Fringe Development Area (UFDA) efforts.  A spokesperson from Glacier National Park is tentatively scheduled for June 9.  Jerry Bromenshenk from the University of Montana is being approached to do the July forum, but hasn’t yet been confirmed.  Geoff suggested that wildfires would be an appropriate subject for July.  The proposals for two climate change forums were discussed.  It was agreed that there should be at least one year from Dr. Running’s January’s forum before the topic is addressed again, and that any fair discussion would require appropriately credentialed presenters.  The Trustees stressed that to ensure a fair and democratic selection process, the responsibility to vet proposed topics must reside with the Program Committee alone.

(d.) Nominating – Ed House has been nominated to serve as Treasurer of the Board of Trustees and Kristin Smith to serve on the Board.  Motion to elect the slate as presented (Abe); seconded (Geoff.)  Action:  Motion passed unanimously.
