Dean called the meeting to order, quorum present.
1.  Communications/ Review Agenda – Agenda accepted as written.
2.  Review and Approval of March 20 Minutes – Additions and corrections called for.  Motion to approve the minutes as submitted (Ed); seconded (Russ.) Action:  Motion passed unanimously.
3.  Continuing Items


(a.) Review March 21 Forum – The turn-out was reasonable and things ran pretty smoothly.

(b.) Review Special April 15 Forum – Attendance was high and the presentation very well-received.  The importance of having a prepared script for the introductions was emphasized.  Trustees present at forums are encouraged to spread out among the tables and to help locate and fill empty seats.  Attendees will be reminded to designate a speaker for each table. Dean had approached St. Pat’s Hospital, Community Hospital and Western Montana Clinic about sponsoring this forum.  St. Pat’s declined and the Clinic didn’t respond, but Community Hospital expressed some interest in sponsoring a future event.

(c.) Corporate Membership Update – The new corporate memberships are to some extent helping CCM’s financial health, but securing new corporate members and forum sponsors continues to be very important.

(d.)  Website Update – Russ and Geoff have met with the designer and work is in process.  Elizabeth will complete the credit card service application.  Question:  Is wireless internet access available at the Doubletree?

(e.)  Administrative Issues – Elizabeth explained that CCM will be assessed an estimated $100 fine for failing to secure Workers’ Compensation Insurance as early as it should have.  The amount will be certain once the administrative review process is complete.

(f.)  Miscellaneous – It was moved (Molly) and seconded (Ed) that the slate of Dean, Claire and Russ be elected to a second term as Trustees.  Action:  Motion passed unanimously.
4.  New Items

(a.) April 21 Forum – Mike and Ed will cover the check-in desk.  Elizabeth is not able to attend the event.  Dean will bring a projector and set up the corporate logo display.  Kristin will remind Wayne that he’ll be introducing the speaker, Chris Brick, a scientist with the Clark Fork Coalition.  Wayne will let the audience know that the Missoula Organization of Realtors and the County were asked but declined to participate.  Ed will do the City Club introduction; Mike will provide him with the script he used earlier.

(b.) Tom Bensen – Recognition of Tom’s service as CCM Trustee and Treasurer will be postponed to a later forum since he will not be at the April 21 program.

(c.) Miscellaneous – The importance of having extra assistance preparing for special events was discussed.  The individual proposing the event should be prepared to help as necessary.
5.  Committee Reports

(a.) Treasurer’s Report – Ed is working on securing the information he needs to properly perform the Treasurer’s duties.  He circulated and reviewed the report he prepared; the format was very well-received. 

(b.) Program – The May 19 forum will feature Roger Millar, director of the Missoula city-county Office of Planning and Grants and a discussion of the Urban Fringe Development Area Project.  The June 9 forum will focus on MCDC and local investment opportunities.  The forum July 21 will feature Dr. Jerry Bromenshenk, bee expert from the University of Montana.  While a final decision hasn’t been made, Claire indicated that a jointly sponsored forum with the Historic Preservation Commission in May is not likely.  Participation by usual City Club forum attendees has been very low at previous such events.

(c.) Nominating – No report.

(d.) Publicity – Claire emphasized the need for greater coordination between the Program and Publicity Committees, issues she will address at upcoming committee meetings.

(e.) Miscellaneous – It was requested that committee reports be moved closer to the top of Trustee meeting agendas.
6.  May Trustee Meeting –The next Board meeting is scheduled for May 15, 5:30 p.m. at The Loft, 119 W. Main St.  Trustees were reminded that since the June forum will be a week earlier than usual, the Trustees meeting will also be earlier, on June 5.
